BRING A BELL ON EASTER    
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A word – or two – from Heather Wicks, your minister for pastoral care: 

First Word – I write this 
looking out my office window 
on the late afternoon of Ash 
Wednesday. Snow falls gen-
tly on top of already piled up 
snow, reminding me of 
Christina Rossetti’s Bleak 
Midwinter – “snow, on snow, 
on snow.” It’s hard to bring 
to mind the meaning of the 
word for the season we’re 
entering – Lent. Lent is a 
very old word meaning to 
“lengthen.” It refers to what 
is actually happening in our 
hemisphere right now; the 
days are getting longer. 
Spring is stirring under 
those mounds of snow. The 
dark season, the season of 
ashes – Lent – is meant to 
stir our hearts to life, to 
coax us into hope, to get our 
spiritual sap running. This is 
a season of ashes: when 
people heated with wood or 
coal, ashes had to be dealt 
with every day. Ashes result 
from distilling that thin sap – 
collected way before early 
spring flowers even hint at 
warmer weather - into a 
rich syrup over a wood fire. 
Lenten practices of prayer, 

to 1PM on Wednesdays. Drop 
by any Wednesday that 
works for you.                  
And a reminder: Please 
don’t hesitate to let me know 
if you need anything or if 
someone needs attention. I 
especially appreciate some-
one letting me know if they 
or a friend or loved one is in 
the hospital. The days are 
long gone when the hospitals 
call the churches (except 
Robinson – and even that 
isn’t consistent!) to let them 
know someone is hospital-
ized, so if you know you’re 
going in, it would be great if 
you called the church – or 
me at 330-338-4270. Also, 
if you have an emergency 
financial need, please let me 
know and it can be handled 
confidentially. We know 
these are rough times for 
many people, so those sorts 
of needs are not uncommon. 
And lastly, let me know if you 
or someone you love needs 
prayer. We urge you to use 
the prayer list from the bul-
letin each week in your daily 
prayers – it connects us in a 
very special way to one an-
other and to God.  

fasting, alms giving, and 
repentance burn away the 
thin, watery stuff that bloats 
our lives. Lenten spiritual 
practices enrich and distill 
our life with God into some-
thing substantial and deli-
cious – the sweet, sweet 
spirit of God. The spiritual 
sap runs in all our lives, 
waiting to become a sign, 
“Taste and see, how good 
God is!” Snow, ashes, run-
ning sap; even nature invites 
us to this precious yearly 
time with God – a time to 
pray, to listen, to imagine 
new life springing forth from 
the depth of a tomb; from 
the dark and snow, from the 
dead looking maple tree. 
How sweet that is!

I’m in my office 
a good deal of Monday, Tues-
day, and Wednesday when 
I’m not out visiting, so give a 
call first.

    As the Circle of Caring's 
activities and focus has 
mostly been on adults, 
please remember that men-
tal illness can and does af-
fect children and 
teens.  Mental health is how 
we think, feel, and act in 
order to deal with life's 
situations.  It helps us deter-
mine how we handle stress, 
relate to others, assess our 
options, and make 
choices.  Mental health is 
important at every stage of 
life. 
 

Mental health problems af-
fect one in every five young 
people at any given time.  An 
estimated two-thirds of all 
young people with mental 
health problems are not 
getting the help they 
need.   This includes many 
children and teens with peri-
ods of emotional stress who 
would benefit from short-

term treatment, but the 
problems would not neces-
sarily result in a 
"diagnosable" mental ill-
ness.  Examples of these 
mental health problems may 
be grieving the recent loss 
of a loved one or difficulty 
getting along in the family. 
         How do you recognize 
a mental health problem in a 
child or teen?  The following 
are some warning signs that 
likely indicate a need to seek 
professional help to assess 
the child or teen: 
* feeling really sad and 
hopeless without good rea-
son, and the feelings don't go 
away  
* feeling very angry most of 
the time; cries a lot; or over-
reacts to things 
* feeling worthless or guilty 
often 
* feeling anxious or worried 
a lot more than other young
